In 

addition, the Zähringer and Habsburg origins can be seen and experienced in many 

places in the old town. 

• Gastronomy: Whether traditional restaurants, modern eateries or culinary tours - gourmets 

will get their money's worth in over 20 restaurants. 

• Shopping & markets: Over 60 stores, a fresh produce market twice a week, two flea and 

creative markets and the traditional autumn market make a stroll through the old town 

and a visit an experience. 

• Nature & recreation: Hidden places in the old town, various beautiful drinking fountains, a 

spa day at "Sole Uno Wellness World," walking along the banks of the Rhine 

(Rheinuferrundweg), and encounters with old town residents and animals such as goats 

and storks add to Rheinfelden's charm

Advent sparkle and events organized by Pro Altstadt, the "Offene Ateliers" (open art

The Fricktal Museum in the old town combines the history and culture of Rheinfelden and the 

region with exciting insights into the past. It offers exhibitions on historical topics such as the Old 

Town model, the town wall and local customs. A visit is worthwhile for anyone who wants to learn 

more about the rich history of Rheinfelden and its development.  

 

The Rheinfelden town library is a meeting place for those thirsty for knowledge and book lovers 

from Switzerland and Germany. With the introduction of the “Open Library” concept, it offers 

extended access so that visitors can borrow and return media independently outside regular 

opening hours.
